The ACS in International Trade is designed to prepare students to work as an 
international trade technician. This technician oversees the management of exports or 
imports of goods and services – from the potential market research to the 
establishment of implementation policies after the transaction is concluded. His or her 
main tasks are: carrying out market studies; developing market entry strategies, 
determining prices, modes of payment and financing; negotiating with foreign entities; 
planning the logistics of service delivery; supervising operations and ensuring the 
application of follow-up policies assuring satisfaction and continuing good relations 
between all stakeholders.

Bachelor’s Degree, diploma or recognized equivalent with a minimum of 15 years 

of formal education.

Or
