A Computer Network Administrator (CNA) works with large
companies that have their own IT department, or as an independent
consultant working with small-to-medium-sized companies. Within a
small business, one individual, most of the time, is the sole person
responsible for the operation of a computer network.
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Currently, qualified network administrators
are among the topmost sought-after in the
employment category in the province of
Quebec. In the US, the employment of
computer network architects was projected
to grow by 15 percent (15%) from 2012 to
2022, faster than the average for all
occupations. Additionally, demand for
qualified and skilled computer network
architects will continue to increase as
more-and-more companies continue to
expand their use of wireless and mobile
networks.
